Each year it costs us over £1500 just to break even. In fact each home game that we play 

costs over £60! That’s not to mention the cost of competition entry fees, trophies, kit etc  

 

Furthermore this season marks a historic event, as we attempt to embark on our first ever 

overseas trip. Every Easter in Jersey, school districts from around the country converge to 

compete in the Jersey District Football Festival.  

 

We hope to take an under 11s team to compete in this prestigious competition in 2016 and 

every year thereafter.  

 

In order to subsidise the cost of this event and make it affordable for those attending, we 

are hoping to raise £3500 via a number of fund raising events. The first of these will be a 

sponsored penalty shootout. The details are as follows:  

 

 Every under 10s and 11s player will take ten penalties 

 These penalties will be blasted, as hard as possible at the goalkeeper 

 The goalkeeper will be one of their parents. Either their mum or dad!  

 Players get sponsored a set amount of money by family and friends for each penalty 

that they score  

 Awards will be up for grabs on the night of the shootout, including medals, 

certificates, footballs, match tickets amongst other things.  

 All monies raised will go towards the cost of running the district, as well as towards 

the cost of the 2016 Jersey trip
